AVL celebrates record-breaking milestone
For the first time in its 58-year history, Asheville Regional Airport served more than one
million annual passengers. In 2018, 1,134,568 passengers utilized a commercial flight at AVL,
on one of these six airlines: Allegiant, American, Delta, Elite, Spirit and United.
 
Passenger numbers grew by 18.6% compared to 2017, making 2018 the fifth consecutive
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record year of growth for the airport.
 
Additionally, AVL is the fourth largest commercial service airport in North Carolina, and is one
of the fastest-growing small hub airports in the country. A recent economic impact study
showed that the airport contributes nearly $1.5 billion annually to the local economy.
