REAL ID

TIME TO GET YOUR REAL ID
Don't delay — make your appointment foday

We are one year away from the Department of Homeland Security’s “Real ID” deadline. This means
that you need to plan to get your Real ID as soon as possible — by October 2020, a Real ID will be the

only driver’s license that will be an acceptable form of identification for domestic air travel.

It’s easy to get the REAL ID — just a few more steps are required. The key difference is that you will
need to bring proof of your identity, date of birth, lawful status, social security number, address,
and if necessary, proof of a name change. Document requirements can be found at the North
Carolina DOT website at www.ncdot.gov. If you don’t reside in North Carolina, check the
requirements with your state’s Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) or Motor Vehicles
Administration (MVA). Once you provide the correct information, you will be issued a REAL ID,

which looks just like your current driver’s license with the addition of a star emblem.

Another tip? You can make an appointment at the DMV, so your wait won’t be very long. Get that
REAL ID today, and it’ll be smooth flying from there.
